Christopher Columbus: his story

1. Christopher Columbus, arguably the most famous navigator ever, was Italian (although Italy
as we know it did not yet exist...) and was born in 1451 in Genoa to a family of small textile
merchants.

2. At a time when new navigation techniques were leading the great maritime powers such as
Portugal and Spain to push further and further into trade routes, the young Columbus
became fascinated by sea life and as early as 14 years old served his first tour of duty on a
merchant ship.

3. During his training as a merchant and explorer, Columbus visited several far-flung locations,
from Iceland to the island of Madeira (close to Africa, although still part of Portugal)

A man of innovative ideas

4. As his career as a trader and traveler continued, Columbus began to study many maps,
deeply intrigued by the unexplored areas of open sea.

5. While it was not true that people of the time still thought the Earth was flat (perhaps only the
ignorant populace, but all the educated and scholars knew perfectly well the shape of our
planet), there was a genuine fear of the "Ocean Sea" (today's Atlantic Ocean), an endless
expanse of water where terrible sea monsters were believed to dwell and catastrophic natural
phenomena happened.

6. Relying on the accounts of famous travelers (he was particularly impressed by Marco Polo's
Milione) and studying more modern routes, Christopher Columbus became convinced that
by crossing the Ocean it would be possible to reach Asia directly, thus avoiding those
inconvenient overland voyages and circumventing the normal sea routes subject to very
heavy taxes and duties.

7. When in 1484, however, he brought his idea before the King of Portugal John II, the latter
refused to provide him with the necessary supplies to organize such a reckless expedition,

since his efforts were instead directed toward the circumnavigation of Africa.

8. The Queen of Castile, Isabella, also declined Columbus' proposal, believing that the journey
would be too long and dangerous (as well as costly!).

Columbus' conviction

9. Not giving himself up, the Genoese navigator refined his calculations, estimating that the
journey from Europe to the shores of the "Indies" could take as little as a few weeks.
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10. His accounts were glaringly wrong (the distance was more than four times longer than
predicted), but in the end he still managed to convince Queen Isabella, and after much effort,
on August 3, 1492, Columbus set sail from the small port of Palos for Asia with three
caravels: the Nifa, the Pinta and the Santa Maria

The first voyage and the discovery of the New World

11. The first hiccups were not long in coming, and already after a few days the small flotilla had
to stop over in the Canary Islands for some repairs. On September 6, however, the "open
ocean" adventure really began.

12. Navigation, of course, was longer and more difficult than Columbus had predicted, and he
had his hands full in calming his crew, which was stressed by fatigue and strange events
(compasses going crazy, food disappearing) and was several times on the verge of mutiny.

13. Eventually, Admiral Columbus promised the sailors that if land was not sighted within a
week, they would turn back. Miraculously, on October 12, 1492, after 36 days of crossing,
the coast was sighted.

14. The three ships landed on the island that Columbus renamed San Salvador, although that
island is probably now part of the Bahamas.

15. The vegetation, terrain, and natives that the explorers found there, however, did not match
the reports about the Indies, and Columbus, after numerous voyages to neighboring islands
to prove that he was in Cipango (Japan), eventually had to give up and admit that this was
not Asia.

16. Without the spices or the gold promised to his backers, however, Columbus wanted to return
to Spain proud of his discovery, but he left some men in place, convinced that he would
return.

Further voyages and the end of the dream

17. Despite substantial failure (he only showed up with some tobacco, some low-quality gold,
and a few parrots), Columbus managed to convince the Spanish Crown to grant him more
ships and an even larger crew so that he could explore the new lands and bring back great
riches to Europe.

18. The second expedition, which touched Cuba and the surrounding small archipelagos, was

also followed by a third and fourth voyage, which took Columbus to visit the islands of
Trinidad and the coast of Central America.

However, he was never able to find the riches and spices he had boasted of, and on his
return to Europe he was blamed for the scorching failure and died forgotten in 1506, in
Valladolid.

Fame came much later

The merits of Christopher Columbus were not recognized until later: sure, he had
completely miscalculated, but the courage and obstinacy of his enterprise opened a path that
in the following centuries would lead to the colonization of the New World and the
discovery of new winds and sea routes!

The dark side of Christopher Columbus

Long celebrated by the entire Western culture for his feat (in the States, October 12 is
Columbus Day), in recent decades the figure of the Genoese explorer has been at the center
of a historical reevaluation-mostly deserved-so much so that during the protests that arose
from the Black Lives Matters movement, a number of statues of Columbus were torn down,
along with those of other slaveholders.

If in fact Columbus was the discoverer of the Americas, it is also true that he behaved
harshly and cruelly toward the natives, killing, torturing and enslaving the indigenous tribes
he encountered on his way.

Indeed, from Columbus's own writings we see how the navigator considered the Indians-
even the most peaceful ones-to be little more than beasts to be domesticated.

In all, it is estimated that on his voyages Columbus kidnapped and enslaved about 600
people, beginning the bloody phase of European colonialism that in the following decades.
would wipe out Native American populations.

. However, without exonerating Christopher Columbus from his faults, it must be considered

that unfortunately at that time most Europeans were really convinced that they had the
divine right to subjugate other peoples, and therefore the Genoese explorer, being a child of
his own time, behaved according to the customs of the time.

What is Columbus Day and why is it celebrated

This date is considered so important that throughout the Americas, even today (despite some
controversy) Columbus Day is celebrated on October 12, which is called in different ways
depending on the country: in Costa Rica it is Dia de las Culturas (Day of Cultures), in the
Bahamas it is Discovery Day , Dia de la Hispanidad (Day of Hispanity) in Spain, and Dia de
la Resistencia Indigena (Day of Indigenous Resistance) in Venezuela.
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27. It was first celebrated by Italian immigrants in San Francisco in 1869, then in 1937 then-
President Franklin D. Roosvelt proclaimed Columbus Day a national holiday throughout the
United States of America.

28. Since 1971, however, the day on which this holiday falls does not have to be October 12,

but is set for the second Monday of this month: in 2019, for example, it was celebrated on
October 14, while in 2022 it was October 10.

Cities in celebration

29. In the United States this holiday is very much felt, especially by Italian-Americans: on this
day public offices are closed and characteristic shows are held, such as the one at the Empire
State Building in New York where lights are turned on reproducing the Italian tricolor.

30. The most important event, however, is the parade (Columbus Day Parade) held on Fifth
Avenue, from 44th to 72nd Street, with festive bands, floats and figures divided into about
100 groups for a total of 35,000 participants.

31. As of 2017, however, the day will not be celebrated throughout the United States: the Los
Angeles City Council, in fact, has decided to abolish the national holiday dedicated to
Christopher Columbus, which will be replaced by a day to commemorate "the indigenous,
aboriginal, and native peoples" who were victims of the genocide carried out, according to
the many supporters of this initiative, by the Genoese navigator himself.

32. Today, in fact, there are many who even in the rest of the States consider Columbus a
symbol of fierce European colonialism, so much so that during the protests that broke out
following the killing of American George Floyd, some statues of Christopher Columbus
were torn down by protesters or removed by authorities.

Also important in Italy

33. Perhaps not everyone knows this, but October 12 is also National Christopher Columbus
Day in Italy: it was established by the government in 2004 to celebrate the memory of the
historic feat that led the Genoese navigator to the discovery of America.

34. But that's not all: the same day is also Il Chocoday, i.e., the celebration of chocolate: if

Christopher Columbus had not "discovered" America, perhaps cocoa, from which chocolate
is made, would never have arrived in Europe!
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Who are the American Indians, the Native Americans

35. Many centuries ago, in another geological era, the American and Asian continents were not
separated by the sea, as they are today between Alaska and Siberia. They were instead
joined by a strip of land called Beringia.

36. Today Beringia no longer exists, it is a submerged land, and the stretch of sea that separates
America and Asia is called the Bering Strait. Along that land the ancestors of the Indians,
who left Mongolia 20 thousand years ago, reached America, giving rise to the Red Indian
populations.

The real name of the Indians

37. Calling these peoples American Indians is not right and the mistake was made by
Christopher Columbus: when, in 1492, he touched the coasts of the American continent,
Columbus was convinced that he had reached the Indies, the true destination of his journey.

38. Consequently he called the people of those places “Indians”. When it became clear that,
instead of the Indies, he had discovered a new continent, America, the mistake was already
made.

39. The correct name of the populations that inhabited the continent before the arrival of
Columbus and the European conquerors is Native Americans. “Redskins” instead refers to
the color of their complexion and is as wrong a term as “Indians”.
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
